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Vertical distribution of Cyrtophora moluccensis (Arachnida: Araneae) in Papua
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The Cyrtophora spiders which had been identified with Cyrtophora moluccensis
were divided into three independent nominal species, namely Cyrtophora cylindroides,
C. moluccensis and C. ikomosanensis. Cyrtophora moluccensis lives in Japan
(Iriomotejima Is.), Taiwan, wide-spread in South East Asia, and Mariana Islands to
Australia (Tanikawa, Chang & Tso 2010). I surveyed this species on August 10-15 in
2011 at Jayapura (0 m above sea level) and Wamena (1,500 m above sea level) in the
Baliem Valley in Papua (Irian Jaya). I was also driven by 4WD from Wamena to Lake
Habema (3,300 m above sea level) searching this species. Although Cyrtophora
moluccensis lives from 0 m to 2,500 m in height above sea level in Papua, it does not
live in the tropical cloud forest (2,500 m-3,500 m) or higher area than the forest limit
(3,500 m) (Fig. 2).

In addition, a collection of meteorological data from Japan Meteorological Agency is
shown. MAX and MIN mean monthly maximum and minimum temperature
respectively. The data at 2,500 m above sea level in the Baliem Valley is estimated
(Table 1).
